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This course is a degree program for students of chemistry specialties, concerning with the
theory and practice of instrumental analytical methods for the separation, identification and
quantitative analysis of chemical substances. For students, The object of instrumental analysis is
to gain a fundamental understanding of the theoretical basis of measurements. The second
objective is to be able to select and apply appropriate instrumental methods of analysis for
problem solving in any of the sciences.
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
